CLIMATE

Most visitors to Moscow imagine the capital covered
in snow, but during the summer average temperatures
are around 23° — 25 °C. The snow usually melts in April:
spring arrives very quickly but is quite short, while sum-
mer only really lasts from June to August. However, it can
get as hot as  +40 °C before dropping as low as -40 °C
in winter. Winters are long, lasting from November to
March, snowy and cold — the average temperature never
gets much above -5 °C. The snow often melts into slush
but then re-freezes, creating very slippery conditions.

LANGUAGE

The language spoken in Russia is Russian, but English
is slowly becoming more popular. Most hotels and ma-
jor tourists attractions now have English-speaking staff.
However, learning a few words and key phrases in Rus-
sian will help make your stay a little easier.

It’s also worth familiarising yourself with some Cyrillic
(written Russian) words to understand important road
signs, metro stations and menus. We have translated a
few simple expressions, including common questions,
in the dictionary section.

TELEPHONE AND WIFL

The country dialling code for Russia is 7.

Europeans and Australians can use their mobile phone in
Russia, as long as the phone provider has a roaming agree-
ment with a Russian mobile company. If not, or you're
keen to avoid accidental roaming charges, you can buy a
Russian SIM. You will need your passport and registration
(provided by your hotel) to buy one but there are plenty of
shops and kiosks where you can pick one up. Most cafés,
bars, restaurants and hotels offer relatively good WiFi.

RELIGION

The main religion is Russian Orthodox,
which played a central role in Russian po-
litics until the revolution forced it under-
ground. After the Soviet Union broke up,
people began worshipping openly again
and many new churches are now being
built. Today, you can also find mosques,
synagogues, and Catholic and Protestant
churches in Moscow.

When visiting a church or monastery,
women should cover their heads and
shoulders, and sometimes a skirt that
covers the knees. Men should take off
any hat and wear long trousers, not
shorts. Some churches and monasteries
will provide scarves or wrap-around skirts
you can wear while sightseeing.

Mmoney

The national currency of Russia is the rou-
ble. There are 100 kopeks in a rouble. It
is illegal to use any other currency apart
from roubles in Russia. ATMs are available
all over Moscow, including metro stations,
banks and large hotels. Credit cards are
also widely accepted, but American visitors
may experience problems with Diners Club
and American Express cards.

To exchange currency, you can visit a mon-
ey exchange bureau — don’t forget your
passport — which your concierge can rec-
ommend for the best rates. It may be dif-
ficult to exchange travellers’ cheques, so
they’re best avoided.

HOLIDAYS

DATE HOLIDAY
1 JANUARY NEW YEAR. The biggest holiday of the year for Russians, when
they exchange gifts and throw parties, very similar to Christmas
celebrations in the West. Most of the country is on holiday for
around 10 days from the start of January, and children will be off
school.
7 JANUARY RUSSIAN ORTHODOX CHRISTMAS. This is more of a religious

holiday and not as wildly celebrated as New Year.

23 FEBRUARY ARMY DAY AND MEN’S DAY. A low-key version of Women'’s Day.

8 MARCH INTERNATIONAL WOMEN’S DAY. Women receive flowers and
gifts to celebrate their roles in society.
EASTER dates vary depending on Russian Orthodox calendar
1 MAY LABOUR DAY and the start of ‘dacha season’” when Muscovites

AEROEXPRESS

When you arrive in Moscow, Aeroexpress is the fastest
and most convenient way to get to or from all major
airports. The journey takes between 35-45 minutes
from Domodedovo, Sheremetyevo and Vnukovo inter-
national airports to central train stations. The Aeroex-
press runs every 30 minutes from 6am to midnight, but
check timetables for individual airports. Tickets cost
500 roubles for a single journey and you can buy them
from ticket offices at the airport, train stations, vending
machines, or via the website www.aeroexpress.ru.

AIRPORT TAXIS

You could also hire a taxi from the offi-
cial airport taxi desk — do not use one of
the unlicensed taxis outside the airport,
as they may not be safe or cheap — but
the best way to guarantee a reliable taxi
is to order one from an official taxi com-
pany in advance; see Taxis below. The
driver will then meet you at arrivals with
your nameplate. Your concierge can also
arrange a licensed taxi to or from your
hotel.

BUSES AND MARSHRUTKIES

Moscow traffic can be very heavy — the
new bus lanes haven’t done much to
ease congestion — so buses take much
longer than the metro. Apart from public
buses, there are small mini-buses called
marshrutkies that travel along fixed
routes. These are privately owned but
are often unreliable and in a poor condi-
tion, so best avoided.

TAKIS

Taxis in Moscow can be quite cheap,
but they’re not that easy to use! There

ENG

are over 200 taxi companies in the city,
which all provide different services at
different prices. You can flag a taxi down
in the street, but these are often very ex-
pensive and may not be safe; never get in
a taxi with more than one person already
in it. The most secure way to hire a taxi
is ask your concierge to book one in ad-
vance, especially during rush hours. You
can also call a licensed taxi company, but
very few taxis have a meter meaning pric-
es will vary for the same route. Always fix
the price with the driver before you get in
the taxi — ask your concierge about how
much this should be.

HIRING A CAR

It’s not generally recommended to hire
a car because traffic can be quite heavy
and most road signs are in Russian. But
if you do need a car for a couple of days,
why not hire a private car with a driver?
This is often cheaper and easier than us-
ing taxis.
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SAFETY AND SECURITY

Safelyy and, gecunily

Moscow is as safe as any other capitaf city, but it's a(ways worth faking
a few extra precautions:

O Keep a card with the hotel’s tele-

phone number on it, in case you need
to contact them or show the address to
a taxi driver.

Watch out for pickpockets — keep your
money and documents in inside pock-
ets, don’t carry large amounts of cash
on you and avoid taking it out in public
places.

Do not accept food, drinks or offers
to provide any kind of service from
a stranger — this could be a scam by
professional criminals. It may start by
them asking you to pick something off
the pavement, and end up with them
stealing your money.

Only change your money at banks, and

beware of taking out large amounts of
cash atan ATM.

© Take care crossing roads on foot. Al-

though pedestrians do have right of
way, many drivers happily ignore this
fact! Use the underpass or traffic lights
to cross major roads.

© You must be registered within seven

days of arriving in Russia, but your ho-
tel will do this for and provide you with
registration papers.

© Always carry a photocopy of your

passport, visa and registration on
you — Russian police have the right to
stop anyone for an ID check. Never of-
fer the police money; this is a serious
crime in Russia.
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SAFETY AND SECURITY

If you do have something stolen, or are involved in an
incident, reporting it to the police is not easy. Very few
speak English and it can be difficult to get a written re-
port for your insurance company.

Ask your concierge or hotel for advice if this does occur.
If they cannot help, they can put you in contact with the
embassy for your country.

USEFUL ADVICE

Here are some more tips to help you make the most of
your stay in Moscow:

© Be careful on slippery paths in winter, when snow
melts and then refreezes. Wear a pair of waterproof,
rubber-soled shoes for sightseeing around the city.

© Smoking and drinking alcohol is forbidden in public
places — you risk being fined if you are caught. Rus-
sian drivers are not allowed to drink any alcohol
while driving.

O If you are caught taking or transporting any type of
drugs, you will be prosecuted and could face a long
prison sentence.

© By law, military objects (such as tanks) cannot be
photographed.

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If you need medical hefp,
your concierge can divect
you fo your nearest phar-
macy or one of the farge,
vefiable, English-speaking
clinics in the city.

VISIT THE KREMLIA

AND RED SQUARE

The Kremlin is not just at the centre of Mos-
cow, it’s at the centre of Russian history and
politics too. From inside the monumental red
walls, tsars, communist leaders, and presi-
dents have ruled the country. The fortress is
still a working government building, but it is
also home to Russian icons, ancestral relics,
and the stunning state armoury — the collec-
tion of art, jewels and finery of the tsars.

You cannot miss the magnificent St Basil’s Ca-
thedral while visiting Red Square; the colour-
ful and chaotic spires are recognised world-
wide. But there are other attractions in the square — don’t forget Lenin’s Mausoleum, the
State History Museum, and the GUM shopping centre with a fabulous facade.

DISCOVER THE ART

AT TRETYAKOV GALLERY

You can find the world’s largest collection
of Russian art at the Tretyakov Gallery. The
museum is actually split into two buildings;
one focusing on art from ancient icons to the
Twentieth Century, while the other contin-
ues with paintings, posters and sculptures
from the art noveau, modernism and social-
ist realism eras. It’s an art gallery and a histo-
ry lesson rolled into one.

TUCK INTO RUSSIAN FOOD

You’re spoilt for choice with restaurants in
Moscow, but one of the best is Café Puskin.
The inside of the 24-hour five-star restaurant
looks like a Russian aristocrat’s home, while
the menu serves up a blend of French and
Russian cuisine. Lavkalavka is leading the
farm-to-table movement in Moscow, serving
dishes inspired by traditional recipes and all
made with seasonal ingredients from local
farms. To pick your own produce, visit Dani-
lovsky Market. You can browse food stalls
piled high with local meats, cheeses, pastries,
fish, fruits and vegetables, and enjoy a meal
at one of the small restaurants surrounding
the marketplace.

GO SHOPPING

AT IZMAILOYO MARKET

Once you get over fake wooden Kremlin
inside, Izmailovo Market is the place to go
shopping for your traditional Russian sou-
venirs. Pick up some matryoska dolls, icons,
and excellent/terrible Soviet kitsch. You can
also go bargain hunting among the genuine
antique stalls, but get here early to beat the
collectors. Check out the Vodka Museum
while you’re here too.

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AT SANDUNY BANYA

A banya (pg 94) is a type of Russian sauna or
steam bath. Relax in the heat, and then ex-
perience being ‘smacked’ with birch twigs to
help stimulate the circulation. Muscovites
love Sanduny banya — not just the oldest in
the capital, but an architectural and engi-
neering marvel. It looks like a palace inside,
with marble staircases, high archways, paint-
ings and plenty of gold.

ONE-DAY TRIPS

SERGIEY POSAD
Distance from Moscow:
70km north-east

Sergiev Posad is a small
town north-east of Mos-
cow, famous for the
Trinity Monastery of St
Sergius — considered one of the most
beautiful in Russia. It is also the spiritual
home of the Russian Orthodox Church.
Thousands of pilgrims and tourists come
every year to visit the monastery, which
is a both a monastery and a fortress.
Founded in 1340, it is still a working
monastery and home to some of Russia’s
most important icons.

Other sights in the picturesque grounds
include Trinity Cathedral with icons by
Andrey Rublev, the distinctive Cathedral
of the Assumption with star-covered
domes, the tomb of Tsar Boris Godunov,
and the Refectory Church of St Sergei.
The seminary of the Russian Orthodox
Church is also based in the complex.
Check out the museum, which has ex-
hibits of religious objects and woven pic-
tures of saints, but you will need to pay
admission — the rest of the grounds are
free.
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Konny Dvor Museum,
Sergiev. Posad

Take a whole day to visit the monastery,
especially at weekends when it can get
very busy. The few other attractions in
Sergiev Posad include a toy museum with
a large collection of Russian dolls and
some good restaurants, but most tourists
come purely to see the monastery, listen
to the church choirs and witness the pil-
grims praying for hours and kissing the
icons.
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POLENOVO
Distance from Moscow:
130km south

Polenovo is the country estate of Vasi-
ly Polenov, one of Russia’s most famous
landscape painters. The estate, originally
known as Borok, is found on the banks of
the river Oka. The beautiful nature reserve
surrounding the museum estate is worth
the trip alone, even if you have no interest
in Polenov himself! Take a picnic and enjoy
the scenic views that may have inspired the
painter to create some of his masterpieces.

The countryside is also the inspiration for
award-winning restaurant Mark y Lev,
just 5km from the estate. Experience an
exciting menu of classic Russian dishes
reinvented with local cuisine for modern
tastes. Known as Russia’s first ‘locavore’
restaurant, the chefs only use food pro-
duced in the surrounding 150 km area.
This means the fresh, seasonal dishes
change every few weeks depending on
what’s available. Booking in advance is
essential, but the restaurant is always
closed on Mondays and Tuesdays.

TWO-DAY TRIPS

VLADIWIR AND
SUZDAL

Distance from Moscow:
170km — 200km
northeast

Vladimir and Suzdal are
the main towns on The
Golden Ring, a circular route of ancient
cities northeast of Moscow. You can visit

both in one day, but we recommend ex-
tending your trip and staying overnight in
picturesque Suzdal. Many of the hotels
look like the town’s original houses and
there are plenty of quality restaurants
offering delicious traditional dishes to
choose from.

Vladimir’s first attraction is the Golden
Gate, built in 1164. It’s not just a cere-

monial arch, but also one of the city’s
main fortifications. There’s now a small
museum inside with an exhibit on Vlad-
imir’s mi-litary history. Behind the Gate
lies the famous Cathedral of the Assump-
tion. Craftsmen from Russia, Poland and
all over the Roman Empire came to work

on the beautiful cathedral from 1158-60,
which later became the inspiration for the
cathedral of the same name in Moscow.
Then visit the Cathedral of St Dmitry with
exterior walls covered in carvings of fan-
tastical figures, plants and wildlife.

Suzdal was once a medieval capital and
the pretty little town looks as though
it has barely changed since then. Stroll
through streets of perfectly preserved
wooden cottages, churches with colourful
domes and gorgeous countryside. Don’t
miss; the Kremlin, a fortress and the orig-
inal base for Russian princes, the Cathe-
dral of the Nativity of the Virgin with star-
covered domes and stunning frescos, and
the Museum of Wooden Architecture and
Peasant Life; a reconstructed Russian vil-
lage with farmhouses that also includes
rare wooden churches brought from oth-
er parts of Russia.

The once-abandoned
village of Nikola-Lenivets is now home to
several giant sculptures and architectur-
al experiments, while guest programmes
run throughout the year.

You can stiff find Russian Safad, Bovsch and Rum Baba on our
menus, but vecreated for the next genexation. fhoscow is finafly emerging as one of
the great culinary capitafs of the world; isn't it time you experienced it?

Pickled, or more accu-
rately salted, gherkins
are a staple of Russian
cuisine. They’re often
served as snacks with
vodka, as appetizers,
or an ingredient in
other dishes. Tradi-
tionally, small cucum-
bers are marinated in
wooden barrels with
salt, garlic and dill
to create the classic
gherkin. Long winters
mean pickles were
often the best way of
preserving fruits and vegetables, so many
people begin to pickle cucumbers, garlic,
apples and peppers, for example, in sum-
mer to eat during winter.

S

You could say soups are Russian cuisine,
with hundreds of types available. Borsch,
originally from Ukraine and made with
beetroot, may be the most famous but
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shchi is incredibly im-
portant. It’s a simple
soup made with cab-
bage or other vegeta-
bles and served with
sour cream. There are
many different types
of shchi to enjoy in-
cluding sorrel, spin-
ach, turnip and nettle,
while many Russians
say that shchi is much
better to eat the day
after cooking.

Salady

Salads are another staple on every menu
and come in many different varieties.
Russian (or Olivier) Salad is a traditional
dish to help celebrate New Year, made
with chopped meat, peas, carrots, eggs,
potatoes and lots of mayonnaise. In fash-
ionable restaurants serving «New Mos-
cow cuisine», it is often made with lob-
ster, crayfish or sturgeon for something a
little more indulgent.
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Kagha

Kasha is boiled buck-
wheat, another in-
credibly popular dish
in Russia. It's like
porridge, but can be
both sweet and sa-
vory — again, there
many different vari-
eties to enjoy. Along
with shchi, it is con-
sidered Russia’s most
important meal. One
of the most popular
kasha is cooked with
fried onions, mush-
rooms, eggs and but-
ter. Kasha can also be made with other
grains including semolina, millet and
oats.

Pelmeni

Pelmeni, or dumplings, are originally
from Siberia and seen as one of the stars
of Russian cuisine. The small dumplings
are stuffed with meat, and then served
with sour cream. Sweet versions — called
varenikies — are made with fruit or cot-
tage cheese, while modern varieties us-
ing ingredients like salmon, can also be
found on many restaurant menus. Pel-
meni may differ in size and how they are
cooked depending on which region they
are from.

Pitozhi

Pirozhki are small pies or pastry parcels.
They can be filled with meat, vegetables,
cheese, or fruit and jam, and are either
baked or fried. Pirozhki are often served
at celebrations, birthday parties, or when
spending time with friends and family.
Russians normally eat them as a special
meal with borsch or fish soup, or as a
snack with vodka.
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Pancakes, or blini, are
another popular dish
well known outside
Russia. Blini are eaten
with red and black
caviar, salted salmon,
and sour cream, or
sweet versions are
served with jam, can-
died fruits, choco-
late, cottage cheese,
honey and condensed
milk. Russians often
wait all year for Pan-
cake Week at the end
of winter, and then
eat lots — and lots! — of blini with friends.

Saffed herving

Salted or pickled herring is a very popu-
lar traditional dish. It’s served with sun-
flower oil and raw onions, and eaten
with black bread — the perfect snack to
accompany a shot of vodka, or two. You
may also spot a salad on menus called
‘herring under a fur coat’! This is really
layers of pickled herring, beetroot, po-
tatoes, and mayonnaise.

Rum baba

Rum baba is a small cake, soaked in rum,
and decorated with custard or whipped
cream. The dessert was so popular in
Russia in the 19th Century that Elena
Molohovets, a famous classical chef,
devoted a whole chapter of her cookery
book to it. There are more than 50 dif-
ferent varieties of baba in Russia — choc-
olate, lemon, saffron, almond...

Kissel is a very famous berry drink,
which can also be thickened with starch
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to make a dessert. It
is made simply with
fresh berries, syrup
and starch, and can
be as thick or as run-
ny as you like. Many
modern chefs are
now updating kissel
recipes with spices
and other ingredients
to make them more
enjoyable — every
Russian  remembers
the taste of traditional
kissel from their child-
hood.

M

Mors’is an authentic Russian soft drink
made from fruit juices — usually cranber-
ry or cowberry — water, and sugar. Some-
times raspberries, red or blackcurrant,
and other berries are added to create dif-
ferent flavours.

Kyags

Kvass is a sweet, mildly alcoholic, fer-
mented drink, which is very popular dur-
ing the summer. There are many different
flavours to enjoy, but the most common
is ‘bread kvass’ that smells like freshly
baked bread and tastes a little like ginger
beer. Kvass is believed to be very good for
your health, helping to boost metabo-
lism. Kvass can also be added to a typical
cold soup, called okroshka.

Russians love their tea as much as the
Brits. Although very few people still use
a traditional samovar to make it, our love
for tea is just as strong. Russian tea is
normally classic black tea, drunk without
milk, but served with sugar, honey or a
slice of lemon. The Russian tea ritual in-
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volves enjoying a cup
— or two or three — of
tea with homemade
jam or honey instead
of sugar, and some
biscuits, sweets and
pastries.

Voda

Vodka is synonymous
with Russian culture
and cuisine; even the
name comes from
the Russian word for
water, voda. It's be-
lieved that Musco-
vite monks invented the drink and vodka
from Moscow has always been thought
of as the best in Russia.

Traditionally, vodka is made by distilling
fermented cereal grains, such as wheat
or rye, or potatoes. But some modern
distillers now use fruits, spices or sugars
to create different flavours. It is a very
strong and very pure form of alcohol. The
authentic way to drink vodka is to have it
very cold — Russians keep their vodka in
the freezer — as a shot, not with a mixer
or in a cocktail. Vodka is almost always
served with some snacks, called zakuski.
Classic zakuski includes potatoes, oily
fish, pirozhkis, meats, rye bread and pick-
les. Not only will the snacks stop you get-
ting drunk — a golden rule often ignored
by many visitors to Moscow — the sour
and salty tastes help bring out the flavour
of the vodka. Another golden rule for
drinking vodka is not to mix your drinks;
it does not go well with beer or wine, es-
pecially after a couple of shots. To enjoy
vodka with your meals, Russians would
serve it with cranberry mors or kvass but
not orange juice or fizzy sodas — this is
considered very bad taste.

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CAVIAR AND VODKA
Black caviar, or ikra, is sturgeon roe, while red — or l
keta — caviar is salmon roe. Black beluga caviar is one F
of the rarest and most expensive foods in the world.
It’s better to buy tins of caviar rather than jars to
guarantee quality and freshness, but keep any caviar
you do buy in the fridge.

There are many different types and flavours of vodka
available, from well-known brands such as Beluga or
Russian Standard to smaller, locally produced variet-
ies. Why not enjoy a trip to the Vodka Museum and
then buy your new favourites afterwards?

One of the best places to buy caviar and vodka is
Eliseevsky Grocery Store on Tverskaya Street — a his-
toric supermarket from the last century with an ama-
zing art deco interior — or Gastronom Nel in GUM on
the Red Square. You can also try the Duty Free shops in airports, but it may be more
expensive with not as much choice.

FPAVLOVOPOSADSKY SCARVES

(PLATOK)

The beautiful and brightly coloured Pavlovo-
posadsky scarves have been produced in Pav-
lovsky Posad, a small town just outside Mos-
cow, for over 200 years. The classic Russian
patterns often feature flowers and plants but
you can now find some with more modern,
abstract designs. Use one as a shawl, a head-
scarf, or tied around your waist. Make sure
you buy the authentic woollen scarves from
a well-known department store such as GUM,
or in Izmailovo market.
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TRADITIONAL SOUVENIRS

SOVIET MEMORABILIA

Know someone who loves Russian history? You'll find a great choice of Soviet sou-
venirs — such as political posters, stamps, postcards and flags — in the gift shop of
the Contemporary History Museum, formerly the Revolution Museum. You can find
genuine Soviet antiques, including medals, uniforms, badges and paintings, among
the stalls of Izmailovo, plus some more kitschy items such as watches featuring So-
viet leaders.

KHOKHLOMA

Khokhloma is a traditional Russian handicraft
used to decorate small wooden objects such
as plates, bowls, spoons and boxes. The typical
red, black and gold floral designs are painted
on, and then la-cquered to give them a luxuri-
ous appearance. You can find lots of khokhlo-
ma at Izmailovo Market — smaller items such
as spoons or pots make excellent ornaments.

GZHEL

This a more traditional style of pottery, painted white
with distinctive blue patterns. No one can tell genuine
gzhel from fake, but either way the cheerful pottery items
make great gifts. You can find plenty of stalls selling gzhel
in Izmailovo, or in the smaller stores on the third floor of
GUM.

IMPERIAL PORCELAIA

This is world-famous very fine china, typically
featuring delicate designs of cobalt blue and
gold. The Imperial Porcelain factory was actu-
ally founded in 1744 by Empress Elizabeth, and
is still producing superior quality china today.
You can purchase Imperial Porcelain from the
outlet stall in GUM, or from one of the special-
ised boutiques in the centre of Moscow.

MATRYOSHKA DOLLS

These are the classic Russian wooden dolls, which fit neatly one inside

the other. Traditionally painted as a woman wearing a scarf and

simple peasant dress, you can also find sets painted to
look like the leaders of the Soviet Union. Pick some

up from Izmailovo Market, or from one of the
many souvenir stalls on the pedestrian-

Take time fo unwind on your trip, with an authentic
Russian banya. A banya is fype of sauna or steam
bath that is good for your heafth and weffbeing —

a Russian proverb even says, The day you spend in
the banya is the day you do not age'.

Start your experience by stripping off — don’t worry, the
baths are normally separated by gender — and entering
the steam room. You can create more steam by loading
water onto the hot rocks, then sit or lie down on the
wooden benches along the walls.

To give your circulation a boost, pick up the ‘broom’
of birch twigs, known as a venik, dip it into cold water
and then waft it vigorously all over your body. It almost
looks as though you are smacking yourself, but in fact
you’re helping your pores open in the heat and to
absorb essential oils from the leaves. There may be
a professional banschik to do this for you, but most
Russians go to the banya with friends and use the venik
on each other.

Once you've really warmed up, cool down either by
pouring water over yourself from a bucket in the steam
room or jumping into a plunge pool. Feeling brave? It’s
also traditional to run straight out into the snow and roll
around! Then take a break from the heat and relax in
the predbannik, the room before the steam room. You'll
find tea, water and snacks to enjoy, as well as plenty of
friendly faces to talk to. Conversation is a key part of the
banya experience; it’s thought the atmosphere brings
people closer together.

Go through the whole process a couple of times during
your banya session to really reap the health benefits.
These include sweating out toxins, soothing tight
muscles, improving your circulation, fighting stress, and
even helping you lose weight! No wonder this ancient
Russian tradition is still incredibly popular today.

WHERE I[N RUSSIA WAS THE VERY FIRST FlLh
SHown?

Where did the Nobel Prize-winning novel “And quiet
flows the Don” by Mikhail Sholokhov, start? What hap-
pened to Ivan Filippov — the first famous baker of the
first famous bakery? The answers to all these questions
are related to one very special street in Moscow —
Kuznetsky Most. The history of the street begins in the
15th century during the reign of Tzar Ivan Ill. A Can-
non yard had to be created in Moscow for the needs
of the state. Around the yard began to form a new
settlement of blacksmiths and grooms. A bridge was
built across the Neglinka river, which received the cor-
responding name — Kuznetsky Most (the Blacksmiths

Bridge). For many years the bridge was
made of wood but several times it was
washed away by floods, but each time it
was restored. In the middle of the 18th
century, a new white-stone bridge was
built, designed according to the specifi-
cations of the famous Moscow architect
Prince Dmitry Ukhtomsky. It had three
spans, it was 12m wide and 120m long,
the entrances to the bridge became a
street, which subsequently received the
same name.

“Kuznetsky Most was not like any other
Moscow street. It is like a hunchback,
going downhill in a steep slope, caus-
ing slight dizziness. It then takes you by
surprise when a Chinese wall suddenly
opens up, and it seemed to me that it is
in another part of the world,” wrote Yuri
Nagibin.

Kuznetsky Most acquired significant
prosperity during the reign of Empress
Catherine Il. From the end of the 18th
century, Kuznetsky Most became the
main Moscow shopping street. It opened
a lot of fashion shops, which were most-
ly French. Of course, not only the well-
known restaurant and fashion shops
made Kuznetsky Most famous. There
was also the city estate of the “tortur-
er and murderer” Daria Saltykova, also
known as Saltychikha which is located
on the site of modern ownership Ne22.
In another tenement house, which used
to be a part of the former extensive pos-

session of the Volynskys, and then the
Vorontsovs and the Beketovs, the leg-
endary French restaurant Yar has been
operating since 1826. Russian poet Al-
exander Pushkin, repeatedly visited this
well renowned institution and even de-
voted the lines of one of his poems to it,
extolling its veal and truffles.

Between 1817-1819, the Neglinka River
was enclosed in an underground pipe.
But the bridge itself wasn’t demolished.
Only the railings were dismantled, but
the actual bridge was covered with earth
and sand. So, the Kuznetsky bridge has
not disappeared, it is still under our feet!
From time to time, the Kuznetsk bridge
was excavated, like during the construc-
tion works between 1986 and 2003. Spe-
cialists believe that it can be restored.
There were plans to dig the bridge out
and turn it into an open-air museum or
make it a part of the exhibition complex
of the Museum of Archeology of Mos-
cow. This idea was supported by archi-
tects, historians and cultural figures.
But the project was never implemented.
Busy Moscow traffic, which always takes
the blame for everything, became the
biggest obstacle for the project.

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Kuznetsky Most, 1889
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Up until 1917, Kuznetsky Most was the
main shopping street in Moscow — a
sanctuary of luxury and fashion. It was fa-
mous for its clothing stores, book shops,
photo shops and restaurants. The area
was described as “The street where it was
possible to see how gracefully dressed la-
dies and young people sweep the street
under the supervision of policemen. Any
offenders were punished. And so that the
high-society brawlers and drunkards feel
their fall more painfully, they are led out
onto the most fashionable city street. Of-
ten around the exquisite ladies, gentle-
men offering flowers and sweets, and to
relieve their stress in a nearby cafe.

WA DID YOU KNOW ...

In 1832, the first fe{ephone station in
the capital, designed for 300 numbers,
began operating on Kuznefsky Most. [n
1924 the fivst Moscow traffic fight was
instaffed at the infersection with
Fetrovka street.

Kuznetsky Most is eventful of architec-
tural monuments. This, of course, is
primarily the building of the Moscow
International Trade Bank that rises at
the intersection of Rozhdestvenka and
Kuznetsky. There is also the building of
the Yar Hotel and Restaurant, the San
Gali passage, where the Moscow House
of Artists is now located, the Mur and
Meriliz store (which was later renamed
and is now known as TSUM Shopping
Mall). The Sokol apartment building,
made in the stunning Viennese style with
picturesque mosaics (House Neo3), the
Tver courtyard with chambers, the apart-
ment building of Alexey Khomyakov (Bol-
shoi restaurant, Ketch up), the Vorontsov
apartment building (opposite TSUM).
You can walk around the Kuznetsky Most
area for a long time at any time of the
year and be amazed by its beauty, grace
and numerous architectural buildings,
and feel the atmosphere of its history. At
such moments you are not consciously
aware of the high culture and aesthetics
of the people who created these immor-
tal creations of architecture.

Moreover, only a few of us are interested in the history
of emergence and development of such an important
form of transport, and it would definitely be worth
learning more about it!

It all began in England, on the Christmas Eve of 1801.
The admiring crowd of the small town of Cambourne,
Cornwall watched an unprecedented steam engine car
that could accommodate up to 8 passengers in the cab-
in. A stoker stood on the bandwagon behind a vehicle,
relentlessly adding coal to the firebox. Despite the fact
that this new miracle of technology groaned, puffed
and threw plentiful puffs of black smoke into the air, it
quickly gained popularity.

The rapid spread of electricity at the end of the 19th

century also affected buses. In 1886, the first elec-
tric-powered bus drove into the streets of London.

(=]
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And what about transport situation in
this country? In the Russian Empire the
main transport remained the so-called
“konka”. Konkas were a closed or an
open type crew, harnessed by horses,
which travelled around the city along rail
tracks. In fact, it was an ancestor of the
tram. A horse-drawn railway was built in
St-Petersburg in 1860 by engineer George
Domantovich. Soon after all the major
Russian cities and provincial towns have
adopted this transport system as well.

So, when the time came, many Moscow
konka owners became the most ardent
opponents of electric trams. They also
resisted the construction of the first met-
ro line.

Towards the end of the 19th century,
konkas became very popular in Russia.
It was a relatively cheap form of pub-
lic transport. By the early 20th century,
there were thirty konka lines. There were
two types of crews — single and double
decker.

Single-decker konkas were driven by one
horse. But Moscow is “a city on seven
hills” animals really struggled. Two hors-
es were harnessed to double-decker cars.
The upper deck was called Imperial and
had an open top. Tickets for the imperi-
al cost less than on the lower deck: two

kopecks for the passage of one station,
while on the lower deck the fare cost
three, and sometimes five per station.
Therefore, the places on the lower deck
were considered the first class, and on
the imperial — the second.

A working day for horses was relatively
short. The animals were getting tired af-
ter 4-5 hours of work. Therefore the av-
erage speed of the horse did not exceed
12 km/h. Therefore, at the beginning of
the 20th century, electric trams replaced
konkas quite quickly. Muscovites were
shouting to the konka’s coachmen from
the open windows of the electric trams:
“Konka, Konka, catch up with a chicken!”

In Moscow the first shuttle bus began to
operate in August 1908. It was the first
bus to go to around the city center. But
the service only lasted three weeks be-

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fore it broke down. Local authorities did
not welcome the new type of vehicles
that would create competition for the
trams.

But the city grew and developed, its pop-
ulation increased, and the trams could no
longer cope with the load. The authori-
ties finally gave the go-ahead.

Here is what the “Working Moscow”
newspaper wrote in August 1924:
“Yesterday at 12am a regular bus service
started operating on a route between
Kalanchevskaya Ploschad and Tverska-
ya Zastava. The entire route of 8 versts
(approx. 12km) is divided into 4 stations
and 13 stops. One way takes 25-27 min-
utes. 8 buses run on this line at intervals
of 6-8 minutes. A fee for one station is 10
kopecks. In the nearest future MZHKH ex-
pects to buy eight more buses from for-
eign manufactures to serve the second
bus line. Buses will facilitate the opera-
tion of the trams.”

Bussing D2U

At first it was only the Moscow visitors
that used the new kind of transport. For
them it was real entertainment, because
the route went through the city center. It
was almost a free tour. The trip cost only
30 kopecks, when in average a wage of a
worker was 46 rubles.

Today for the sightseeing tours visitors
increasingly choose red double-decker
buses. They are bright, memorable and
visitors can enjoy beautiful views from
the upper deck.

Double-decker vehicles have always been
something unusual, causing shock and
awe for the Moscovies. At the time of
the Soviet Union, several foreign models
were used on the streets of Moscow: an
English electric trolleybus, German dou-
ble deckers Do 56 and Do S6 and an un-
usual bus model Biissing D2U. Those were
the prototypes of the modern models.

There was also a two-story transport of
domestic production, which appeared in
the USSR in the 1930s. In October 1937
after just one month of operation, an En-
glish double-decker trolleybus was sent

o]



to the Yaroslavl Automobile Plant where
a domestic analogue was created. The
model was named YATB-3.

But all of these machines were complete-
ly unique in our country. Therefore, any
breakdown turned into a disaster. As a
result, the lack of spare parts and wear
have led to the fact that double-deckers
are increasingly less likely to enter the
line. Finally, in 1964, all cars were decom-
missioned and cut into scrap metal.

The revival of double-decker transport in
Russia happened in 2012, when the City
Sightseeing Russia company launched
an excursion route through the historic
center of Moscow on the famous dou-
ble-decker on “hop-on hop-off” princi-
pal. Our capital has never seen such a
thing before! You can buy a ticket and
use this service for two days. In order
to get to the capital’s museum or take a
walk through one of the renovated city

squares, you can get off the bus, and
then return to the same stop and con-
tinue the tour. While inside the bus you
may use an audio guide in 10 different
languages. Audio for the excursions pro-
vides in-depth information composed by
professional guides making commentar-
ies on the city’s highlights. About 1,000
tourists from all over the world use red
double-decker buses daily. You will be in-
troduced to a fascinating story of a city
on seven hills, about the construction of
the ancient Kremlin and St. Basil’s Cathe-
dral, and about the secrets of the Lenin
Mausoleum.

O Most museums are closed on Mondays, but may
also be closed for another day every month (often
the last Thursday) for cleaning, so check opening
times and days before organising your visit

© Museums are usually open from 10am but closing
times vary — from 6pm to 9pm — so check individual
listings below

o Ticket prices are generally more expensive for for-
eign visitors compared with Russians, but are still
very reasonable

© Most ticket offices close 30 minutes before the mu-
seum — make sure you leave enough time to collect
your ticket and enjoy the exhibits

@ If you’re wearing heavy coats, or carrying big bags,
these can be left at the cloakroom inside most

O Flash photography is banned in nearly all museums —

Wan-
der down the ancient corridors of power
in the Patriarch’s Palace, marvel at the
golden domes of the Cathedral of the
Annunciation or Ivan the Great Bell Tow-
er, pay your respects at the Tomb of the
Unknown Soldier just outside the Krem-
lin Wall, and feast your eyes on some of
the oldest surviving Russian iconostasis

at the Cathedral of the Assumption, once
the most important church in Russia.

No self-respecting tourist would miss the
Armoury or Diamond Fund exhibit inside
either. Built on the orders of Tsar Nich-
olas I, the Armoury houses the stunning
wealth and finery of the tsars. You can
find Fabergé eggs, armour and weap-
ons, thrones and coronation robes, and
gil-ded sledges. The Diamond Fund is
an astonishing exhibition of diamonds,
crowns and jewellery including the fa-
mous 190-carat Orlov Diamond given to
Catherine the Great.

You can also see the
graves of other notable Soviets buried in
the Kremlin walls including Stalin, Brezh-
nev and Yuri Gagarin.

The
‘Palace of Soviets’ was never built, but
the foundations of the ruined cathedral
later became the world’s largest swim-
ming pool. Following the fall of the Soviet
Union, the cathedral was rebuilt in time
for Moscow’s 850th anniversary. Don’t
miss the city views from the observation
platform.

The iconic Smolensk Cathedral — with
white walls and golden domes — was
founded in 1524 to celebrate the capture
of Smolensk from Lithuania.
